· Organising more social/ family events, such as Quiz or Film nights, as well as more adult themed evenings.
· Plans to organise a Easter Hunt, will be discussed further at the next meeting

According to PTA UK, The Charity Commission will register a PTA that has adopted their model constitution, even if the income is under the £5000 threshold. 
Our PTA committee falls into this category; therefore, the committee will start the charity registration process, as soon as possible.
